MY CAR OF A LIFETIME - THE 1950 WOLSELEY SIX-EIGHTY
BY COLIN ROBERTSON

Perhaps the most unusual feature of my classic car is the fact that it has been personally owned
and serviced by me for more than 50 years. | bought the Wolseley from the original owner for 725
pounds in early 1955 when it was four years old and | was 23. | had spent the previous year as
geophysicist on Macquarie Island with the Australian Antarctic Research Expedition and had
returned to Australia with my yeards salary i
Holden. When | was unable to find a suitable Holden while on leave in Sydney my brother took me
to see a Wolseley Six-eighty for sale nearby. | was immediately impressed by the sight, sound and
finish of the Wolseley, the vehicle then preferred as police car by the London Metropolitan Police.
In contrast to the austere but practical features of the Holden, the Wolseley had plush leather-
covered dunlopillo seats, carpeted floor, heater and demister, electric clock and windscreen
wipers, push-button HMV valve radio, adjustable front seat and steering column, overhead
camshaft motor, four speed gearbox and torsion bar front suspension. Moreover it drove like a
dream compared to the two small Morrises that | had previously owned. | bought the Wolseley and
when my leave was over | found the long drive back to Melbourne where | was working, a pleasant
experience.

| used the car as everyday transport, including as a family car, until 1970 when it was showing
signs of age and some parts were becoming hard to get. It was time to buy a more modern and
family friendly car, a Valiant Safari as it turned out. But | had become so fond of the Wolseley that,
rather than part with it, | garaged it to await the time when | would restore it to its former glory.
After another eighteen years | had an incentive to resurrect the car, as the Wolseley Car Club was
having a bicentenary rally in 1988 to Walgett in northern NSW to visit the Euroka sheep station. It
was there that Frederick York Wolseley had developed the mechanical sheep shearing machine
with the aid of the station blacksmith about 100 years previously. Wolseley started the Wolseley
Sheep Shearing Machine Company in England and that went on to become one of the first British
car manufacturers. My Wolseley had been sufficiently restored and re-registered in 1988 to make
the long trip to Walgett and back without major problems. Soon after that | joined the CACM Club
and put the car on Club plates. In addition to local Club runs, my wife and | did a number of longer
trips in the 1990s, including a rally trip to Maroochydore in Queensland and a trip to Adelaide to
participate in the Bay to Birdwood Rally.

The Six-eighty is a solid, well appointed car with a monocoque steel body shell and three quarter
length chassis. But | believe that the most interesting feature of the car is the engine, which was
quite advanced for a medium priced car in the 1950s. The 2.2 litre overhead camshaft motor has
several unusual features and it has a remarkable ancestry in the Wolseley stable, traceable to one
of the most successful aircraft engines of World War 1. The overhead camshaft is driven by a
vertical steel shaft at the front of the engine, this shaft being connected at the bottom and top to
the crankshaft and camshaft respectively through two sets of small, bevel gears. One bevel gear
in each set is split in two at right angles to the axis of rotation and the two halves of the gear are
connected by a strong spring in such a way that any wear in the meshing gear teeth is
automatically taken up to prevent backlash. There is thus no timing chain or belt. The idea of the
split, spring-l oaded gear s, someti mes <called O&éscissor
engines.

The camshaft cams operate directly on to flat-headed, mushroom-shaped cam followers screwed
into the tops of the hollow-stemmed valves with half inch diameter stainless steel stems. There are
thus no push rods or rocker arms. Tappet clearance is adjustable in discrete steps of 1/1000 inch
by rotating the cam followers on their threads against a notched surface by special spanners. This
sophisticated arrangement was used by the great Italian designer Vittorio Jano on his very
successful Alfa Romeo racing and other cars of the 1920s and 1930s, as well as on the famous
Russian T34 tank of World War 2.



The Six-Eighty motor is the last of a series of Wolseley overhead camshaft (OHC) engines with
similar features that started with the Wol sel
fairly inexpensive passenger car to be equipped with an OHC engine. This came about because of
technology acquired by Wolseley Motors during World War 1 through the manufacture under
licence of a Hispano-Suiza aircraft engine. In the early years of the War Allied planes were
outclassed at great cost by the German planes with better engines. But during the War the French
branch of Hispano-Sui z a, maker of some of the worl dos
cars, developed a water-cooled V-8 aircraft engine of quite new concept with a pressurised
lubrication system, overhead camshafts driven by shafts and bevel gears and with cams operating
directly on cam followers that were screwed into the valve stems (as on the Six-Eighty). This
sorely needed high-performance engine at last gave Allied planes the performance they needed to
match the Germans. More than 30 000 of the engines were produced in France, Britain and the
United States. They were used to power successful aircraft such as the French Spad and the
British SE 5 fighters. The SE 5a was powered by a 200 hp Wolseley engine that gave it a speed of
224 kph, well in excess of the German machines.

Following on from the Wolseley Ten of 1919, Wolseley Motors produced a number of models
employing the high performance shaft-driven OHC type motor up to 1926, when the firm was
purchased by Morris Motors. Morris saw the potential of the single OHC Wolseley-type motor and
used it successfully in the first series Morris Minor up to 1930 and in Wolseleys with small six
cylinder engines and various sports chassis made by Morris to 1934. In my youthful ignorance, in
1950 | bought a second hand 1931 model side valve Morris Minor but soon became aware of its
poorer performance than the earlier OHC models. The early Wolseley-engined Morris Minors were
modified to become the MG Midge t and the Mi dget 0s success
establishment of the MG (Morris Garages) marque. In 1935 Morris ceased production of the
Wolseley type engines and used only the cheaper Morris pushrod OHV engines in its Wolseley
models until the advent of the Six-Eighty and its four cylinder version the Four-Fifty in 1948. It is
remarkable that a number of car manufacturers were still producing side valve engines in 1948.

The completely new Wolseley Six-Eighty was equipped with twin SU carburettors and an
electrically-operated auxiliary starting carburettor in lieu of the usual choke. Starting is very
reliable, but the SU electric petrol pump was less so until SU recently replaced the troublesome
contact points with an electronic circuit. The Six-Eighty was widely used as a police car by British
police forces in the 1950s and it appears in
with Alec Guinness). Apparently it was very popular with police drivers, but less so with police
mechanics who had to cope with its early tendency to burn out exhaust valves. This problem was

| argely solved by o6stellitingd or hard facing

the very efficient heaters were taken out of the police cars in case police on the beat got too
comfortable in their cars.

As my Six-Eighty reached fifty years of age at the turn of the century it was clear that the engine
and clutch needed a thorough overhaul. | worked first on the head. | had hardened valve seats
fitted to cope with the new regime of lead-free petrol and | fitted new, stellited exhaust valves that |
had acquired some years ago and new valve guides. Valve replacement on the Six-Eighty is not
easy as it requires removal of the camshaft and that in turn requires compression of all 12 valve
springs at the same time.

| removed the engine block from the car using a chain hoist and trailered it to QIM Engine
Reconditioners at Queanbeyan for the machining work. They rebored the cylinders and fitted new
oversize pistons and rings that | got from JP Pistons in Adelaide. They reground the crankshaft
and fitted undersize bearings that | bought many years ago. The original crankshaft damper was
worn out and an original type replacement was unobtainable, but fortunately we were able to get a
similar early-model Holden damper that could be fitted. When | got the engine back home | fitted a
new clutch plate. The gearbox required no major overhaul, just replacement of the rubber seals to
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stop oil leaks. The engine, clutch and gearbox are a very tight fit in the Wolseley chassis and
getting them back in the car using the chain hoist after fitting new mounting rubbers was one of the
most difficult parts of the overhaul. | had the twin SU carburettors overhauled by an SU specialist
in Melbourne who replaced a large number of small parts. | also replaced a number of rubber
steering and suspension parts.

There is always more work that can be done on an old car, but | think that my Wolseley is now in
fairly good shape for many years driving on Club plates. After 53 years of ownership | am
somewhat biased, but | believe that the handsome Wolseley Six-Eighty is a poorly known and
underrated classic.
