STICKING ACCELERATORS 
Ward has provided the following information on the current Toyota problems.  Never happens on 
Model A Fords, but once you put introduce electronic throttle control the problem can happen on 
any car, not just Toyota!

Historically, vehicle engine speed was mechanically controlled by use of a linkage or cable to the throttle valve 
assembly. The introduction of computerized engine controls has given vehicle engineers the added capability to 
electrically control fuel delivery, ignition, and most recently the throttle valve. By providing electrical throttle control 
through the means of an on-board vehicle computer, or Electronic Control Module (ECM), a number of engineering 
advantages were realized. Vehicle manufacturers were able to increase vehicle stability, achieve better fuel economy, 
reduce emissions, and eliminate components such as cruise control. One of the downside trade-offs for these 
beneficial performance advantages, was increased electrical and electronic complexity. Vehicle manufacturers clearly 
recognized the important requirement for ETC systems to perform exactly as they intended. A failure of the electrical 
circuits, sensors, wiring, or actuators could potentially result in a runaway engine. Electronic Throttle Control (ETC) 
systems needed the added redundancy of certain sensors and electrical circuits to ensure safe and reliable operation.

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In addition, the ECMôs were programmed to detect operational abnormalities or defects in ETC components and their 
related electrical circuits. The intent was to build an ETC system that would always ñfail-safeò in the event of potential 
problem.

We have identified 3306 total unintended acceleration incidents involving Toyota vehicles reported from 1999 to the 
present. These incidents have resulted in 1159 crashes (just over 35 percent of all incidents), 469 injuries, and 39 
deaths. [Note: Our fatalities count is relatively conservative, and we have not included fatalities reported as 
speculation. 

We have defined unintended acceleration as any incident in which the complainant reported an engine acceleration 
that was unintended ï regardless of whether the car was in gear. We understand that this is a broader inclusion than 
others have considered; however, because we are still at a stage of trying to understand the incidents we believe this 
inclusiveness will help us discern vehicle years / models and incident types that we may want to investigate further.

 Toyota has been investigating reports that Prius owners driving at low speeds on bumpy or icy roads may experience 
moments in which the car continues to coast for about a second after the brakes are applied because of the anti-lock 
brake system. 

The company said this week that it changed the design of Prius brake software at the end of January to correct the 
situation. The carmaker said it is considering steps dealers can take for current Prius owners, including exchanging 
some parts.

Mrs. Trueblood lived next  door to a used car lot owned by Mr. William E. Wilson (now 81 years  
old). Mr. Wilson spoke with her frequently and often told her he  would like to buy the car for 

himself to keep. In 1962 the time had  come. Mrs. Trueblood told Mr. Wilson she needed a car for 
her  bookkeeper who didn't really care for the ol' Chevy and would prefer  a Rambler. No problem. 

Mr. Wilson went down to the local Rambler  dealer and bought a brand new one for $1,650.00 
($100.00 over cost)  and made the swap.  

He then took the car home  and parked it with 433 actual miles. And there it sat for the next  45 
years, occasionally being started and moved in and out of the  garage. In 2007 Mr. Wilson decided 
to sell the car and started  spreading the word around Modesto that the ol' Chevy with 433 miles  
on it was for sale. Many had heard about the car, but hardly anyone  had ever laid eyes on it. In 
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fact, according to Mr. Wilson he  believes he only showed the car to about 5 people in 45 years. 
Word  spread quickly about the car and soon a buyer arrived ready and  willing to pay the $60,000 
asking price. When Mr. Wilson told me the  story of this car he complained heavily of the "capital 
gains" tax  he was required to pay and wished he had never sold it. As of this  writing, Mr. Wilson 

Simply put, this 
is a  true 100% factory original survivor (that includes the air in the  tires). This ol' Chevy now has
