Vic Armstrong's British racing green MGTC sits fully restored.

As a young lad growing up in East London, England, in the 1950s | was interested in cars, sports
cars in particular. | had read books about fast cars and created in my mind the vaguest of images
of the classic British sports car. Seventeen years or so later in 1965 | was attending the University
of Exeter as a first year PhD student. | was living in part of an old manor house with a very large
front door, one through which a small car might almost squeeze.

One late evening | answered the door, opened it to reveal two large illuminated head lamps
mounted on the car that | had envisaged so many years before. My visitor was a former fellow
undergraduate who explained that the car was a 1947 MGTC that had just been advertised for
sale for the princely sum of £170 ($480). If | was interested, | could have it for £130 ($367).

No amount of bargaining could bring this down to what I thought I could afford but with the sale of
my first car (a 1947 Ford Anglia) and the possibility of some funds from my girlfriend (later to
become my wife), the dream became reality.

There was no careful inspection of the mechanics or state of the body. It was a red MG. It was
running. It had to be OK. For the next three years till my studies at the University of Exeter were
completed the TC served as my every-day mode of transport. Not much work was done other than
regular maintenance. | did replace the wooden dashboard which was looking very sad, modifying
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the original to incorporate a set of switches for accessories and a non-original vacuum gauge --
the more of these the more sporty the car!

In 1966 | was married and the TC transported my wife and me to our honeymoon in North Wales.

In 1968, the car was garaged and left in the care of my father-in-law after | was appointed a post-
doctoral fellow at Ottawa's National Research Council. The initial one-year appointment turned into
two and then a full-time job in Ottawa.

That signalled the decision to ship the TC to Canada. | thought | had cleared all the hurdles to
make the importation go smoothly. That included a letter from Customs stating that the car could
be imported duty free as part of my personal effects. When | got to Ottawa railway station to
collect the TC, the Customs officer told me the car had to go back to Britain for steam cleaning
since it could have been contaminated with the potato beetle. | pleaded my case and was finally
allowed to keep it on condition it be towed directly to my home and remain there until inspected by
someone from Agriculture Canada. The inspector was as much interested in the vehicle itself as in
its cleanliness.

The TC spent its initial years in Ottawa and it was during this period that | became aware of the
high regard many enthusiasts in North America hold for the TC.

While the car was still in reasonable running condition, the few changes | had made were not true
to its original design, the engine was in need of a re-bore and, perhaps most importantly, the
wooden body and sheet metal components that made up the cockpit (or tub) were losing structural
integrity.

Also the original single rear D (shaped) lamp had been replaced by two rear lamps one in each of
the rear wings (fenders). They were for made for the TC's successor the TD. And the exhaust
system belonged to a Triumph.

| had gradually been acquiring the correct parts, refurbished originals to the extent possible rather
than remanufactured parts, and restoration began in earnest in late 1986.

My TC log book indicated | was the sixth owner, the car remaining in the hands of each previous
owner for about four years. Originally black the car had been painted red by the time | acquired it.

The plan was to disassemble the car completely for a frame-up restoration and to do as much of
the work as possible myself. The aim was to have it back on the road before 1997, its 50th
anniversary. Lots of time, so | thought.

During the "destructive” phase, each component was examined and a decision made to repair or
refurbish, or to discard and replace. Photos were taken to record the work and help with
reassembly.

Once disassembled it was clear that the most challenging aspect would be remaking the "tub”
(cockpit) which is made up from hand-shaped pieces of ash ("sticks") and plywood to which are
attached the various sheet metal parts. The tub on the T series had been handmade and likely to
differ sufficiently that any replacement components could not be integrated with the originals
without modification.

Only the two metal side panels of the tub were judged sufficiently rusted out to be beyond repair.
About 50 per cent of the wooden components were salvageable and were repaired by filling voids
with wood glued in place with marine epoxy resins.



But it was the mechanical aspects of the restoration that were embarked upon first. Once the
completely stripped chassis was cleaned and checked for alignment the rebuilding could start.

Springs, axles, wheels brakes and steering linkages were cleaned (sandblasted) primed and
painted as required and fitted to provide a movable chassis. It was necessary to replace the
master cylinder and have the wheel cylinder refurbished. The engine was bored out to the
maximum oversize and completely rebuilt by Wagorn's Garage, Ottawa.

Rebuilding the tub turned out to be most laborious process with numerous attempts to recreate the
correct shape. All the early attempts were unsuccessful.

This is the part of the T-series restoration that results in many inexperienced restorers abandoning
the project or paying the price for a professional rebuild.

What turned things around for me was the discovery of a book titled TCs Forever by Mike Sherrill,
which pointed out that it is the rebuilding of the tub that should be first attempted.

Sherrill, an Australian, has rebuilt many TCs and his book describes everything in excellent detail.
It was invaluable.

| learned it was necessary to remove, modify and replace components numerous times to achieve
a fit that would allow the complex lines of the TC body to properly come together. The sequence
for assembling the part was clearly laid out and the key aspects to be addressed explained in
detail.

Once a mockup of the complete body had been achieved, the car was transported by trailer to
Riverside Restorations for the final paint job. All other metal parts, front and rear fenders (wings)
the fuel tank, hood (bonnet) and front apron were individually repaired and, if necessary, reshaped
and painted by Riverside Restorations. | reassembled them.

While my intention was to restore the car to its original form, this objective was not regarded as
being so rigid so as to preclude some personal preferences.

| did try to obtain parts that were missing such as the rear D-lamp, the air cleaner, the slow
running control cable (a unique TC feature that allows the idle speed to be manually adjusted at
the dash), original exhaust/muffler, and the 30 m.p.h. warning ("30s") light installed.

However, the colour scheme selected does not match the original. The log book shows the car
was originally finished in black as were all the early TCs.

Also the scuttles and scuttle ramps (firewalls) had been painted a rather drab grey-green, possibly
not to waste paint that had been used by the Abingdon factory during the Second World War on
military vehicles. The engine block was a similar colour.

The TC is now finished in British racing green and the engine block painted red while the scuttle
assemble is possibly close to the colour originally used.

The restoration was essentially completed late in 2005, 19 years after embarking on the project
and clearly not in time for its 50th anniversary. Even now some finishing touches are still to be
made.

While the project has taken far longer than anticipated and there have been some frustrating
setbacks, the outcome has been most satisfying.



The TC has been part of my wife's life and mine for more than 40 years and we are looking
forward to its next official function -- the wedding of my younger daughter later this year.

Choice'. Many people admired the colour scheme in particular and we had lots of happy waves
from folk on the way there and back.

On the Rally we had a lovely static display on the waterfront at Geelong, Dinners at a winery and
also at a nice Hotel, a tour of the Ford Discovery Centre and the Wool Museum. We went on a
tour of the Bellarine peninsula, and out to Anarkie to visit the Fairy Playground.

We returned in three days via the coast road - our total cost for premium petrol was $260 so we
can now claim the Hillman is economical as well as being a surprisingly comfortable ride. We
visited the Maffra Motor Museum (near Sale) that we thought was excellent with some very rare
cars on show they indicated a willingness to host a visit by CVMCE any time we want to view the
collection and have an afternoon or morning tea.
